· How will your attendance at the meeting impact your clinical practice?

· Do you currently precept learners in the area of adult medicine (e.g., IPPE students, APPE students, residents, and/or fellows)? If not, do you anticipate beginning to precept in the next few years?

· Are you interested in taking a leadership role in the Adult Medicine PRN or presenting at an Adult Medicine PRN business meeting over the next five years? If so, please state your areas of interest in the PRN.

· Submit current copy of your Curriculum Vitae (CV)

· May 1: Announcement of award being available to PRN members
